Landy’s Adventures: Information sheet for Parents & Guardians
Your child’s school will be following a Transglobal Overland Expedition that will be used as a giant ‘virtual field trip’ between May 2010 and December 2011.  This information sheet is to enable you to support your child’s involvement with this adventure outside of the classroom, through the expedition’s interactive website, Landy’s Adventures at www.landysadventures.com.
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The website will follow an expedition by Paul & Helen, who will be travelling through many countries over four continents over an 18 month period. However, children will also be able to ask additional questions using the Ask a Question button, which will lead to the form shown on the left.  An email address is needed for security reasons.  In school this can be the school’s email address but it is hoped parents will be able to support their children in using this facility at home.

The best questions submitted by children will be answered with a short video answer through the Latest Video facility.

If you have any queries or concerns regarding any of the above information, then please contact your child’s school in the first instance.

ACTIVITY
Paul & Helen’s trip will also be focussing on three charities, based on the countries they will be visiting, and which some schools already support.

The first of these is based in Mongolia where many of the people live a nomadic lifestyle.  Schools will be encouraging children to think about the differences between the homes of nomadic peoples compared to homes in England.  
The home of many Mongolians is called a Ger, which is made of wood and felt.  It is similar to a tent in that it has just one room, however it looks like a round ‘house’ usually with a proper wooden floor and door, and is kept warm with a fire in the centre.  
To support your child’s engagement with the expedition, you are encouraged to have a conversation with them about how easy it would be for your family, with your furniture and other belongings, to live a nomadic lifestyle, moving every few months to find work or food.  If you had to pack up everything you own every few weeks to move, what would be the most important things you would carry?  Are there any things you might decide to live without?  What would be the difficulties with the whole family living and sleeping in one room?  What would improve for the family as a result of living so closely together? 
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
